BIRTH TO 4 MONTHS  
ÅVary cries to tell you what he/she needs  
ÅCoo back and forth in conversation with you  
ÅRoll from side to back 
ÅHold and swipe at objects 
ÅSmile and laugh when you play 
ÅKnow and prefer your voice  

4-8 MONTHS  
ÅTouch you and her toys to signal for more 
ÅRecognize names of familiar people, daily routines 
ÅRoll over in both directions 
ÅPick up toys of all sizes 
ÅMove objects from hand to hand 
ÅExplore toys 
ÅTurn and look toward sounds 
ÅSit without support  

8-12 MONTHS  
ÅCombine many different sounds 
ÅMove forward to explore the environment 
ÅStand with support 
ÅPlace toys in containers and take them out again 
ÅCry and fuss when separating from you  

12-18 MONTHS  
ÅUse a few words to tell you what she wants 
ÅMake simple choices 
ÅWalk independently 
ÅLearn how to make simple things work 
ÅPlace pegs or forms into boards or shape boxes 
ÅExpress many types of emption with more intensity 

18-24 MONTHS  
ÅSay two-word phrases 
ÅClimb on the furniture 
ÅThrow a ball
